II.1) DESCRIPTION
	II.1.1) Title attributed to the procedure/project/contract by the Contracting Authority
Preparation of urban development design concepts related to the development of the area of Western Railway Station (Budapest) to be converted into a Government District and designing of the complex of government buildings.

	II.1.2) Description/objective of the contract
According to the comprehensive goal of the project, the various government agencies currently accommodated in buildings of varying quality, unsuitable to meet the modern requirements and scattered in various districts of the capital should be moved to a new, consistently designed and structured complex of government buildings ensuring that the said complex of government buildings constitute an element of a new district of the town which comfortably and integrally fits into the improving urban structure of Budapest.
The Contracting Authority aims at identifying the most viable design concept that can be implemented adhering to the most demanding criteria of urban and architectural design and monument protection, related to the complex of government buildings to be located within the development area of the new Government District and complying with the design program specified in the tender invitation. Furthermore, the Contracting Authority wants to collect urban development proposals related to the entire development area of the new Government District and to use them for the preparation of a new urban regulation plan that ensures integral embedding of the new complex into the renewing urban structure of Budapest and contributes to the creation of a new district which constitutes an essential and both functionally and structurally vivid part of the metropolis.
The design contract shall not include preparation of an urban settlement and regulation plan in respect to the entire area to be developed within the new Government District.
The design concept (competitive design) deemed to be the most suitable for the implementation of the complex of government buildings shall be selected in the frame of the tender procedure and the Treasury Property Directorate (TPD) intends to enter into contract with the most successful bidder requesting preparation of the detailed design documentation for obtaining authority permits and for implementation (in respect to each trade and profession). The Treasury Property Directorate may, at its own discretion, decide to enter into contract with the winning bidder requesting also the preparation of the tender designs and the winning bidder must be ready to comply with such request, however, TPD does not assume any obligation to place such an order.

· has, at the time of announcement of the results of tender evaluation, a valid agreement or supply contract concluded with the authors regarding the continued designing of the buildings/structures specified in the tender invitation,
· is not subject to either of the excluding sanctions specified in Section (4) of Article 13 of the Government Decree # 137/2004.Korm or mentioned, in respect to the named author, in Section (3) of Article 13 of the same Government Decree.
The Tender Appraisal Committee:
· shall exclude, before and without opening the package of competitive design documents, from the appraisal procedure any envelope posted after the mandatory time-limit of submittal, 
· shall exclude any bid material that violates the principle of confidentiality,
· shall exclude any bid material that fails to meet the mandatory substantial requirements specified in the tender invitation,
· may exclude any bid material that fails to meet the formal requirements or is found deficient in any respect,
· shall exclude bids that fail to meet the “Terms of Participation” (see Sections III/1, III/2 and IV/4.2) or the bidders that fail to meet the conditions listed in the Design Contract tender documentation.
If:

- reasons justifying exclusion of certain competitive bids from the tender procedure are recognized after the opening of the closed envelopes, the Tender Appraisal Committee shall re-arrange the awarded and purchased bids according to the pre-established order of priority,
- failure of adhering to the “Conditions of Participation” is proven and recognized in two months following the last plenary session of the Tender Appraisal Committee, the Contracting Authority shall declare the result of the defaulting bidder null and void and shall request refunding of the award or the purchase price.
