Is it lkely that after the construction of the new
Transplant Centre several facilties will be
rearranged and it will be possible to emphasize
the values of the original Complex.

The following points focus on the buldings and
the spaces between them to facilitate the
previous statement:

- demolishing the buildings that were built with
0 respect for the original order of the Complex
and move their functions into more appropriate
places (example: the Emergency Receipt Center
was built incorrectly in the main axis of the
Complex. It could be moved in the New Regional
Emergency Hospital which is planned to be
finished by 2026)

- reinterpreting the spaces between the pavilions
by eliminating the current car-oriented layout
and creating more pleasant walkable spaces with
more vegetation and green. As a solution, we
recommend expanding the garage under the
Transplant Centre (towards the Church), which
would accommodate 60 more parking places.

- creating green corridors, pedestrian paths by
restoring the north-south axis of the Complex. It
would connect Victor Babes street with the
beautiful Miks garden

We carefully identified as many species of trees
and plants and then decided to keep as much as
possible and replant similar or closer species with
higher survivabiity.
We enlarged the path, took out the asphalt and
used the new created niches to place benches to
have more intimate places. By restoring the old
stone stairs and adding new sets of stairs we
gave the possibilty to take longer walks and
reach all the paths. In contrast with the forest
atmosphere we created next to the existing stone
stair and in front of the Transplant center a rose
garden with species created in Cluj by USAMY.
